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Hillcrest Youth From the Minister’s Desk 
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Earthquakes seem to have become a regular part of the news.  Indeed, we watched in 
horror the devastation of the earthquake that struck Haiti some weeks ago, with the 
death toll reaching some 200,000.  The Hillcrest Church has rallied to aid the victims 
of this disaster.  Now, just this week, a massive 8.8 earthquake struck central Chile 
with tragic loss of life and property.  It set off tsunami warnings around the Pacific 
Ocean. 
 
With each report on destruction there is usually a story of hope about a survivor who 
beat the odds and is found alive days, (and in the case of Haiti, some, more than a 
week) after the big collapse.  Tragically, many of these incredible survivors die soon 
after being unearthed from the rubble because of a rare phenomenon known as “rescue 
death.”  
 
While trapped in debris, the circulation is greatly reduced. The crushed muscles 
produce a toxin called myoglobin, which surges to the vital organs when circulation is 
restored and throws the body into terminal shock.  
 
Doctors now know these survivors must be handled far more carefully after their 
rescue or they will most likely die.  A simple solution of saline, bicarbonate, and 
artificial sugar retard the leakage of myoglobin from the muscles and greatly increase 
their potential for lasting survival.  
 
Discipleship should be viewed in much the same way.  Those who have been trapped 
and crushed by the toxins of sin still need vital attention after they have been rescued 
from Satan’s rubble. Left to their own they may not make it, but with proper care and 
attention they can be given the resources and help to let them thrive in their newfound 
freedom through Christ.  At the Hillcrest Church, one of our most pressing goals is to 
make sure that none of our recent converts succumb to “rescue death.”
