In
the book, she tells of a young minister who was sent to the Kwakiutl Indians
in a remote part of British Columbia. Through the course of his ministry, he
learned that these people do not have a word or phrase for “thank you.” This
was very confusing to the young man because the Kwakiutl Indians were ex-
tremely generous people.

The minister later discovered why the importance phrase was absent of these
people’s vocabulary. It was their custom to return every favor with a favor of
their own and every kindness with an equal or superior gesture of love.

Mark Brian, the young minister, realized that the Kwakiutl don’t say “thank
you” because they do their thanks. How wonderful!

Please know that while | am not advocating the dismissal of the indispensa-
ble phrase, “thank you” because | do not believe that would be prudent; | do
think that the addition of the Kwakiutl custom would truly give new meaning to
our commonly used expression of gratitude.

As we celebrate Thanksgiving later this week, let us make a commitment to
also “say “thank you” the Kwakiutl way especially as we express our gratitude
to Him. For all the blessings He has given us, let's give something back to
Him—more of our time, our talents and abilities, our love, our devotion—and
oh, yes, our treasure. Also, let us continue to say thank you to Him in our
prayers of thanksgiving each day.
