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Spiritual Healing

Victor Yazykov gained international fame when hemped on himself,
without anesthetic, in the middle of the oceane Tifty-year-old Russian
was one thousand miles from shore in the Soutm#tavhen he realized
there was something terribly wrong with his arm.

Forty days earlier he joined a group of daringsetho set out from Charleston,
South Carolina, on a twenty-seven-thousand-mile sailboat race around the world. This
eight-month odyssey was call&dound Alone

Each competitor had to navigate around the glotdrself and that's where things
got sticky for Yazykov. His elbow, which had acteddce leaving Charleston six weeks
before, was now five times its normal size and d lost all feeling in that arm. This beca
a double threat in that Yazykov needed both arnssiteive at sea, and now the infection wjg
itself posing a risk to his health. Without drasteasures he would certainly die before the
closest boat could reach him.

Through high-tech communication, Yazykov sentmmaiéto Dr. Dan Carlin in
Boston. Carlin runs a practice called World Clitiiat provides emergency care through
computer technology to people around the worldtli€aalked Yazykov through the
fourteen-step surgical procedure via email.

With very deliberate instructions, Carlin told theasoned sailor to “make your
incision rapidly. It will hurt less if you do.” &lalso typed, “It hurts a great deal when you
insert the gauze, but you must get it down intoddeths of the wound as much as possible
The former Soviet commando tolerated the pain bataime very concerned about his inabil
to stop the excessive bleeding.

Before Carlin could respond, Yazykov lost conssimss. Although emails were
repeatedly sent throughout the night, no respoasedrom the forty-foot “Wind of Change”
sailboat. Twelve hours later, Yazykov typed inrape message, “I am OK.” Within anothg
five days he sailed into the port of Cape Towrht¢heers of a crowd that had heard his
story.

The success of this man’s amazing journey is dinéstwillingness to experience
great pain for the sake of healing. His self-gt#ld incision lanced a deadly wound and
opened up a passageway for healing.

Figuratively speaking, the same types of radicat@dures are occasionally require
for spiritual healing to begin (Matthew 18:8-9) nd\just as Carlin advised, it is far less
painful if we “make the incision rapidly” ratherah hesitating, procrastinating, or partially
dressing the wound.
